More on Grass
By Barbara Grieve

I  should  like  to  respond  to  Sharon's  article  on 
GRASS  (page  7  Vol  15  Issue  2  of  CAVY 
COMMENT)

Grass  is  a  Cavy's  birthright  (so-to-speak.)  They 
require grass and they deserve it. In the wild they 
live in, hide in and eat the long grass. They make 
tunnels  of  grass  leading  to  hollows  of  grass  in 
which they hide from their predators and have their 
pups. There is nothing more natural than grass for 
a cavy. I am not suggesting that is all they need or 
eat, they eat and need a vast variety of vegetation.

I  grow  elephant  grass,  sugar  cane,  and papyrus 
grass for my cavies and they also have any of the 
wild  grasses  which  grow  as  weeds.  (I  also  feed 
Mulberry,  Lillypilly,  Asian  Spinach,  Perpetual 
Spinach and deciduous tree leaves (these are fine 
if dry as well  as they are like hay.)) At a guess I 
would say I  feed about as  much dry food to my 
cavies  as  Sharon  has  noted.  In  general  owners 
feed far too much dry food to their cavies. My rule 
of thumb is that if there is any dry food left at the 
time of  next  feeding,  THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN 
TOO  MUCH!  Don't  worry  that  they  haven't  had 
enough for there should be grass and other vegies 
to fill  the gap and of course, there should always 
be good quality hay. Please bear in mind that hay 
is for eating. 

I prefer to use Thompson & Redwood Goat Muesli 
for my grain feed as it holds all  the requirements 
PLUS it  is  natural  feed, not processed. This is  a 
very  important  quality.  ALL  PELLETS  ARE 
PROCESSED and it does not matter if any product 
claims to  have added Vitamin C,  the  fact  is  that 
Vitamin C deteriorates rapidly and cavies still need 
a daily amount of fresh vegies, fruit etc containing 
this  Vitamin  as  they  cannot  manufacture  it 
themselves just as humans cannot. So if in doubt 
add Sodium Ascorbate at dosage of 1/8 teaspoon 
for 16 cavies.  (overdose will pass through kidneys 
if Sod Ascorb. Ascorbic Acid too acidic for cavies.)

HANDY HINT

This handy hint was passed on to me 
by Suzette Rudrum. 
Corn and grasses etc can be grown in 
polystyrene  boxes  such  as  those 

thrown out by Vegie Stores etc. Ones 
with  a  few  slits  or  holes  in  are 
better for drainage. The ones with no 
holes  make  excellent  insulation  for 
your caviary roof. Cut the edges off 
to make them flat. Flat ones are also 
available  if you keep a lookout and 
sometimes  there  will  be  foam 
advertised  for  insulation.  So  keep 
this in mind and get ready for next 
summer.

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 9  Vitamin B and Cavies
  By Peter Ricci

As many would know, like primates, Cavies 
lack the ability to produce their own Vitamin 
C within their bodies, therefore making 
Vitamin C an essential dietary requirement 
for cavies. However, did you know that 
Vitamin B9 is also a dietary essential for 
cavies? Cavies are one of the species most 
susceptible to Vitamin B9 deficiency.

So what is Vitamin B9? Vitamin B9 is found 
in the form of Folic acid and Folate. It is 
found widely in many food sources in a 
precursor form, which is then changed in the 
body by enzymes to the active form of 
Vitamin B9. It has major roles in the body to 
help with energy utilisation and body 
metabolism. 

Some of the best food sources of Vitamin B9 
include meats (which actually don’t help our 
herbivorous cavies all that much), 
mushrooms, the husks of grains, oilseeds 
(such as soy) and most importantly leafy 
greens. 

Vitamin B9 deficiency is often associated 
with iron or Vitamin C deficiency. A lack of 
iron or Vitamin C in the body inhibits the 
cavy’s ability to convert the precursor to the 
active Vitamin B9 form. Deficiency of 
Vitamin B9 is often associated with anaemia 
(a lack of red blood cells in the circulation), 
dermatological lesions (skin lesions) and poor 
growth. 

So how do you prevent Vitamin B9 
deficiency in your cavies? It is as simple as 
providing them with a regular source of green 
leafy vegies and grasses in their diet. A 
healthy diet makes for a healthy cavy.

HOW TO PROPERLY
